SchoolFinances.Com Voter Options 
(All voter listings in EXCEL Format for District Use)
The Elections Planning System (EPS) of SchoolFinances.com was developed to help local school districts coordinate elections and contact local voters to provide information regarding referendum and bond issues.   This system helps the district identify and communicate with voters that are most likely to vote in a school district election.  

SchoolFinances.com uses the voting records of the state of Minnesota and can develop voter lists for individual school districts.  This information includes the school district voter roster.  Individual columns are then used to indicate whether the registered voter participated in previous elections.  Our files include the 2009 general election and all prior district elections in the past 5 years.
From this data, SchoolFinances.com can provide the following:

Master Roster of School District Voters – This is a worksheet that includes all of the data on the voter registration listing.  Name, address fields, telephone number, voting precinct, and congressional districts are included.  To this master roster columns indicate whether the individual voted in the 2010, 2009, 2008, 2007, 2006, 2005 general election, the 2004 general and primary elections, whether the individual is listed on any parent or staff lists.  Additional columns can be added for collecting information throughout the campaign. 

After this master voter roster is prepared, the list may be sorted by voter age, voting precinct, voter participation, name or any of the fields to develop separate listing for individuals who may be making informational contacts as part of the election campaign.   (The Cost of the Master Voter Roster in Electronic Format in Excel is $300)
Voter Matrix Analysis – SchoolFinances.Com can prepare voter reports by age, number of years registered, precinct, minor civil division, judicial district, congressional district, State senatorial district.  These reports require definition and will be charged based on the time involved to create the report.
Voter listing for 2005, 2006 and 2007, 2008, 2009 and 2010 general elections – these voting list worksheets are incorporated into the system as separate worksheets so that informational calls and mailings can be made specifically to these voters if desired.  These worksheets can be sorted by name, age group, precinct or other categories based on the determinations of the local election planning team. (The cost of adding an annual voter file and designation on the Voter file is $180 for each election)
School District Parent and Staff Listings – We can add worksheets for additional designations such as ‘parents’ or ‘staff.’  These listings would be provided by the district in Excel format and would include name, address, telephone number and other items such as the parent of elementary, middle school or high school student(s), to help identify individuals that the district wants to be certain to make informational calls or mailings.  These additional worksheets can be aligned with the master voter roster to determine whether these individuals are registered voters. This allows the district to contact individuals to encourage them to register and to provide information regarding the election campaign.

(The cost of adding a District created listing to the voter list is $200 per list and requires the telephone # and first name of the individual that is consistent with the first name that appears on the voter listing.)  If the file received from a district needs organization before it can be used, the cost of this time will be billed to the district as additional services at the rate specified below.
Time and Cost: - This system was developed to provide support to districts that may not have the time or expertise to secure and organize voter records.  All systems are developed using EXCEL and all files are transmitted electronically to allow maximum flexibility of use by the district.  The costs that are listed with each of the features of the Voter system above is based on the time required to prepare these reports.  If a district desires additional services such as the printing of labels or other assistance, these services will be billed at $100/hr.
SchoolFinances.com reserves the right to adjust these prices if the work effort to create these files is significantly greater for a district.  Any adjustment would be presented to the school district for agreement before beginning work.
